Tahu Strawberry Winery:The first domestic winery that produce strawberry
wines. And it is also the only strawberry winery in Asia. You can witness the
process of making strawberry wine and the ecology of strawberry farms.
Sanyi Wood Sculpture Street:Sanyi Town has become a characteristic town
in Taiwan due to wood carvings. It become famous because of the story of a
small town. Nowadays, although there is no glory in the past, it still retains the
works of many woodcarving masters in China. It has become a favorite place
for Taiwanese woodcarving artists.

Sheng Xing Train Station:Isa lovely station for Taiwanese railway fans to
visit. It has existed for more than 90 years. It was built in the 29th year of the
Guangxu reign (1903) of Qing Dynasity. There is a monument on the platform
and the elevation is about 402.326 meters, which is the high point of Taiwan's
north-south railway. The whole building is made of wood. It does not use nails.
Longteng Bridge:Located in the Sanyi Township of Miaoli, Yutengping Bridge,
currently known as the Remains of Longteng Bridge, was built from brick
blocks mixed with glutinous rice and lime in 1907, making it a masterpiece of
Taiwan’s railway history.

Shenji New Village: The place used to be old residential area. It was then
redeveloped into a cultural and creative center.

Fengjia Night Market:It is one of Taichung's famous commercial business
districts, covering approximately one kilometer in diameter around Feng Chia
University and includes the Fengjia-Wenhua Night Market, Fengjia Rd., and
Fuxing Rd. In this CBD, you can find delicious snack foods and quality clothes
at reasonable prices to express your unique personality.

Day3 Changhua -Nantou (B/--/D)

Lugang Old Street: located in the southwest of Changhua City. It is one of the
important historical ancient towns in the province. The local preservation sites
are quite perfect.

Wen-Wu TempleObservation Deck: Its angle overlooks the panoramic view
of Sun Moon Lake, and it is located just opposite the Qinglong Mountain and
Lunglong Mountain, so it is called the best viewing platform on the Sun Moon
Lake Ring Road.

SUN moon Lake: The SUN Moon Lake, located in the middle of Taiwan, with
an elevation of 748 meters above sea level, is the only natural big lake in
Taiwan. The southern part of Lalu Island is shaped like a new moon, and the
northern part is shaped like a sun; hence the name SUN Moon Lake.
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Xuanguang Temple: It was once a temple dedicated to the Journey to the
West, the Tang Dynasty, and the relic of the Xuanzi Master. After the
relocation of the relic, the beautiful scenery and the crowds became famous
tourist attractions, and there was a Ganodermalucidum tea egg tasting.

Jiji Station: Is a railway culture as the theme of the tourist town, the station
next to the old iron station in Taiwan converted the railway cultural relics
exhibition hall, and furnish antique-class coal-fired steam locomotive,
successfully led the surrounding tourism business opportunities.
Wuchanggong Earthquake Memorial Park: Due to the educational and
commemorative value of the Wuchang Palace, which collapsed after the 921
earthquake, it is retained and will not be demolished for future generation to
visit and commemorative.

Monster village: Located in the river head next to the forest, by the creative
team to create a small business district, full of Japanese-style architecture,
people kind of illusion that exposure to the Japanese streets.
